As God’s name must be hallowed and his kingdom 

must come even without our prayer, so must his will be done and 

prevail even though the devil and all his host storm and rage 

furiously against it in their attempt utterly to exterminate the 

Gospel. But for our own sake we must pray that his will may be 

done among us without hindrance, in spite of their fury, so that 

they may accomplish nothing and we may remain steadfast in the 

face of all violence and persecution, submitting to the will of God.
